One reviewer said that this was the best version available and | totally agree with
that. This is the new version based on the 19th Century Charles E. Wilbour translation. | had
another version of this book and this one is by far the only completely unabridged paperback and
also more reader-friendly.3. Have a dictionary handy as there are many words that need
translation.4. Knowing the French language/history is a bonus but not required. Although knowing
about French history will make some of his detailed descriptions of France not so tedious. In one
chapter entitled "In the Year 1817" he talks about what was going on in France in that time period
and although | read every single word, | must confess | was confused because it is all based on the

history of France in that year of which | know nothing.
